The Development of the English language on the British Isles (9 carar)

In the Sth century England was called Britain. The name Britain comes from the
Roman word “Pretani'. It was pronounced like “Brittannia” and inhabitants of the
island were called the Britons. They spoke the Celtic language, because they were the
representatives of the Celtic race. The Celts arrived in Britain around 700 BC. They
come from Europe and continued to arrive in one wave after another the next seven
hundred years. While the peasants were Celtic — speaking, a number of rich Celts used
Latin. Besides, the Romans brought the skills of reading and writing to Britain in the
Ist century. The Celts were organized in tribes. They were highly successful farmers
and grew enough food. However, among them there were rich priests, the Druids who
ruled over Britain. As the result common Celts had to obey the Druids. Those Druids
could neither read nor write. But they met one a year to main-tain the tribal laws and
religious teachings, because the Celts were pagans and believed in Gods.

In 5th century Angles, Saxons and Jutes come from the continent to invade Britain.
The newcomers were warlike and illiterate. Hardly had they come to the island when
Latin completely disappeared both in its spoken and written forms. The invades were
the fighting tribes, they were attacking each other for supreme power. Nevertheless,
they united into one nation that was called the English, because Englise was the name
of the most numerous tribe. The English were pagans, and they had no writing
language. So we can say that Britain was more literate under the Romans than in the
Sth century when Anglo-Saxons came to the island. Thus all the stories of ancient
people, consequently, had to be memorised . They had only spoken from of the old
English language, from which the two related languages, English and Scottish, were

derived.

Pre-Renaissance England in the 14th century (5 carar)

In the first half of the 14" century Edward I1I. King of England, wanted to be the
King of France as well. There was still to be the Hundred Years War between France
and England (1337-1453) as well as the Wars of the Roses between the royal houses
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of Lancaster and York for the throne of England. More than, England suffered from
three epidemics of the plague which brought illness and death to millions of people in
England.

Then there were social problems with the peasants and townspeople. Nothing
made the people so angry as the rich foreign bishops of the Catholic Church who paid
no attention to the suffering of the common people. Even poor priests protested
against ignorant bishops and churchmen who didn’t pay any attention to them and
didn’t teach the people anything. As a result, everything found an echo in English
Literature. What’s more, a good deal of Middle English Literature was religious. John
Wycliffe, a priest, translated part of the Bible from Latin into English to educate
people who wanted to read the Bible but didn’t know Latin. There were several
translations of the book, but the second, made in 1388, was the best one.

The last poet of the Middle Ages and the first English poet who opened the
way to English realistic literature, free of the influence of the Church, was Geoffrey

Chaucer.

The Literature of the 15th century. Robin Hood Ballads (5caraT)

The 15 th century is known in England as the century of folklore. Many songs called
balids, were composed then by the common people of the country. The ballads were
the songs in verses of four lines.; the second and the fourth lines of the verse rhymed.
The ballads were very popular among the English people. Some of the ballads were
humorious, others were lyrical. Nobody knew the names of the authors, because the
famous ballads passed from generation to genetation. The most interesting of them
were historical and legendary, especially the Robin Hood ballads.

The Literature of the 16th century. The Renaissance. William Shakespeare
(7 carar)
The dark Middle Ages were followed by a time known in art and literature as the

Renaissance. The word “Renaissance” means “rebirth” and this word marked a new
step in the cultural development in Europe in the 15"™-17" centuries. People got
interested in the ancient culture of Greece and Rome, they studied the works of the
philosophers, artists and writes of the ancient times. On the basis of the most
progressive achievements of the culture of the Middle Ages and the ancient cultural
heritage the new outlook began to develop. The epoch of Humanism came. That
ideology was progressive, because the main subject of Humanism was great interest
to human feelings, thoughts, human happiness and human life.
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Elizabethan Age was introduced by prose which developed in several very
different forms. One kind of style was used at court by ladies. That style was very
artificial, but it was necessary for every young lady to know not only French but also
Euphuism. Euphuism was a fashionable manner of speech.

The Enlightenment. The 17th-18th century literature (7 carar)

The age Enlightenment was a period in Europe during the 18" century (1688-1789)
when the writers wrote that science and the use of reason would help the society to
develop. The age of Enlightenment is often called “The Augustan Age”, because that
title was chosen by the literary circles for the admiration of Rome under the Emperor
Augustus. The form of polite literature was poetry. At the beginning of the 18"
century prose. By the end of the century prose and verse exchanged their places.

The history of England of the second half of the 17" century and during the 18"
century was marked by British colonial expansion. London became a great trading
metropolis as well as administrative, political and legal centre of England.

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Preface

In this book, I explore a variety of logical tasks, logic questions and problem solving
tasks that are challenging and interesting in order to get the students thinking, speaking and
proving their ideas. The students are acquainted with the idea of being logical and its use in
their life. They learn how to thinklogically. The activities are various and they are all centered
on providing solutions to riddles, logical tasks that are intrinsically motivating. There are
tasks from easy which are based on letters, words, simple sentences to problem solving.
Students enjoy putting their problem solving capabilities to the task. More importantly, the
solutions to many of riddles involvethe language of logic and require precision.

When you do logic, you try to clarify reasoning and separate good from bad reasoning.
Why study logic? I can thinkof three main reasons.

-First, logic is important because reasoning is important. While you’ve been reasoning
about things you try to understandand prove it. Reasoning and general analytical skills are
important in law, politics, journalism, education, medicine, business, science, mathematics,
computer science, and most other areas.

-Second, logic can deepen your understanding ofphilosophy. Philosophy can be defined
as reasoning about the ultimate questions of life. If you don’t know any logic, you’ll have
only a vague grasp of such issues.

-In either case, you should get better at recognizing, understanding, and appraising
philosophical reasoning. Finally,logic can be fun. Doing logic is like playing a game
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puzzles; logic will challenge your thinking processes in new ways. Most people find logic
enjoyable.

Piaget's approach to logical thinking is embedded in his theory of the development of
thinking. According to this theory,the child develops increasingly more mature thinking as it
grows through a series of stages in which a priori organic structures interact with
environmental experiences.

Simple logic puzzles require application of logic, reasonand creativity to identify the
correct answer. Riddles, brain teasers and logic games activate students' creative and critical
minds and prepare them for a day of critical inquiry.

Logic games are great exercises for developing critical- thinking skills. A logic game is
any game that asks students to determine a logical solution to a written problem. Logic tasks
can develop the students’ thinking abilities, lexical stock and their speech, and of course their
grammar knowledge.

In conclusion it is considered to be that logical tasks are interesting for children and
help them to learn the language, prove their opinions, listen to each — other, be interested and
activated and develop their speech. Using logic tasks we can interact our lessons with other
subjects and achieve good results.

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Assessment criteria (baranay kpurepHiii)

The Criteria the oral presentation should meet.

1. Correspondence with the subject and purpose of representation.

2. Coherency, logic and completeness.

3. The length of the utterance.

4. Language correctness.

5. Vocabulary richness, variety of syntactical structures.

The students are supposed to express their own views on the problem.

Grade «5» — the utterance is in accordance with the subject and purpose of
presentation, detailed, coherent, logical and complete. The student expresses his
own views on the problem raised, doesn’t need guiding questions, his verbal
reaction is very quick. 3 language mistakes are permissible.

Grade «4y — a) the same as with grade «5»; 5-6 language mistakes are
permissible; b) the utlerance is in accordance with the subject and purpose of
presentation, but is not detailed enough. The student needs guiding questions-
prompts. 3 language mistakes are permissible.

Grade «3» — the utlerance meets requirement, but is not detailed. The student
needs guiding questions and other prompts, his verbal reaction is slow. 8 language
mistakes are permissible.

Grade «2» — the utterance is not in accordance with the subject and purpose of
presentation, is not detailed. The student needs additional help and makes a lot of
mistakes.

The Criteria in Essay Should Meet

I. Correspondence with and comprehensive coverage of the subject and complete-
ness of its disclosing.

2. Coherency and logic.

3. The size of the writlen text.

4, The level of language correclness.

5. Vocabulary richness, variety of syntactical structures.

The students are supposed to express their own views on the problem.

Grade «5» — the text is in accordance with the subject, detailed, logically coher-
ent, complete, displays rich vocabulary and variety of syntactical structures. The
student expresses his/her own view on the problem raised. 2 language mistakes and
2 spelling mistakes are permissible.

Grade «4» — a) the same as with grade «5»; 4 language and 4 spelling mistakes
are permissible; b) the text is in accordance with the subject, but is not detailed and
coherent. 3 language and 3 spelling mistakes are permissible.

Grade «3» — the text is in accordance with the subject, but is not detailed and co-
herent, the student needs help (prompts). 8 language and 5—6 spelling mistakes
are permissible.

Grade «2» — the text is irrelevant to the subject, not detailed and logically coher-
ent, the student needs help, there are a lot of mistakes.
